Clothing:  Practical non-uniform. Most activities will be outside so warm clothing and 

either walking boots or wellies will be needed if wet (if it is likely to be wet 
and muddy, please send a spare pair of shoes in a carrier bag, just in case, so 
that we can keep the coaches clean on the way back). If the forecast says it 
will be warm and dry, a sun hat, plenty of suncream and sensible footwear 
will be required.   

Items to bring:  A packed lunch, plenty of water, a maximum of £3.00 to spend in the gift 
shop.
